Supplementary Figure Legends

Supplementary Figure 1.  BAP1 cKO (conditional knockout) design. Two loxP sites were inserted to the BAP1 locus, flanking exon 4 of BAP1 (encoding sequence at N terminal ubiquitin hydrolase domain). Cre-mediated recombination can delete exon 4, leading to frameshift and knockout of BAP1 expression. 

Supplementary Figure 2. Loss of BAP1 does not affect skin wound repair. The full thickness wounds in WT or BAP1 cKO mice show similar wound closure in vivo. 

Supplementary Figure 3. Phase contrast images of primary keratinocytes isolated from WT or BAP1 cKO skin. Scale bar = 1000 µm.
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
