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Appendix S5: Readying the Data for a Factor Analysis

My goal was to replicate the sorts of figures that we generally see in Bourdieuian cultural
analysis which are based on Multiple Correspondence Analysis (e.g., P. Bourdieu, Distinction
[Cambridge, Mass.: Harvard University Press, 1984]). But because there were more variables
that were plausibly interval-level than discrete, and I wanted to avoid throwing away information
by recoding, I chose to use principal components factor analysis.

I 'added ChatGPT’s responses (here I will refer to this as Maya’s response vector) to the opinion
questions (I ignored political views and votes) to the 2021 GSS. First, I only looked at those
opinions that I had asked Maya, and she had been able to answer successfully. This was a set of
around 215 variables. Then I eliminated those that had more than 60% missing. This led to 174
variables; not all were asked of all respondents, leading to 37.7% missing. I then imputed values
(using “MICE”) for those with missing values. Semiparametric predictive mean matching was
used in all cases. I had found that mean imputation led to extremely misleading results—because
the variables were chosen as ones that Maya had successfully answered, she had no missing
values, while almost all other respondents did. Mean imputation for real respondents led to
everyone’s values but Maya’s being biased to the centroid, meaning that she appeared wildly
outside the pack. Even restricting the variables used to those with only 20% missing values did
not solve this problem, hence the turn to multiple imputation. One of the imputed values for the
non-numeric variables was used, but the Herfindahl index of concentration used to check the
degree of noise in the imputations; for numeric variables, the mean across five imputations was
used.

I then did a principal components analysis on the human respondents with the imputed data,
adding Maya as a “supplementary” respondent and the key demographics (education, income,
religious type) as supplementary categorical variables. (I replicated this by “hand” when
attempting to understand the reasons for Maya’s extremity.) As is generally the case with
attitude items from the contemporary US, the first dimension picked up political ideology. The
correlation of the 7-point ideology scale, treated as interval, with the first PCA dimension is
0.749, and this is not taking into account the “graininess” of the scale. In contrast, its correlation
with the second dimension is 0.017. To confirm that the multiple imputations did not still lead to
bias (if the imputations were very noisy, they still might bias others to the mean), I randomly
chose 37.7% of Maya’s responses and set them to NA, so that she would experience the same
bias toward the mean (if any) as the other respondents. I then replicated the analysis, and
compared her position to that estimated in the first PCA. It did not lead to a less extreme
position on the horizontal dimension.

Because portraying two dimensions from a higher dimensional solution can be misleading, I also
colored the nodes by their degree of agreement with Maya’s response vector, confirming that the
interpretation of the first dimension as ideology, and her position as extreme liberal, is correct.
To maximize legibility, I eliminated 2.5% of cases that were extreme on the horizontal
dimension, and 4% of the cases that were extreme on the vertical dimension. All code is
available on my website, or by request.
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Appendix S6: Those Similar and Dissimilar in Response Patterns

I arranged all persons in terms of the Cartesian distance between their response vector and that of
Maya. Here, I used the data that imputed missing values, as opposed to the raw data. From the
5% most similar to Maya, and the 5% most dissimilar, I chose five people, and began noting
their responses. (For readability, I replaced GSS’s regions with the most likely state in that
group, based on guesswork and sometimes make other guesses as to timing...like ChatGPT, I
turn them into stories.) I only tried to give the simplest descriptive thumbnails for each, but I
give their original row numbers so that readers can examine other data on these subjects.

Here are Maya’s “friends”:

P1291: She is a 37 year old, administrative assistant in a construction firm. She is grew up in a
medium size city North Carolina, a state in which she still lives. Her father was a purchasing
manager in a shipbuilding firm; her mother worked in the field of media communication in some
professional service. She had 2 siblings. She is a college grad; now divorced, she had a child
when she was 27.

P139: She is a 53 year olds manager in a scientific research firm. Her father was an accountant
in an insurance firm; her mother was food service manager in a restaurant. She and her one
sibling grew up in a rural area of Pennsylvania. Now divorced, she has two children, as we;; as a
few years of post-BA study.

P3834: He is 75 year old lawyer, now remarried to a retired college librarian. His father was a
an animal farmer (perhaps poultry, as he and his three siblings lived in a town) in lowa, a state he
still lives in. He had his only child when he was 34; he is a college graduate.

P4026: He is a 71 year old physician in outpatient care. He got remarried after his first wife died;
he current spouse is working full time as a clinical technician in health care service. His father
was a sewing machine operator making clothes. He was an only child, growing up in suburb of a
big city in New York. He himself has two children the first when he was 36, after a few years of
post-BA education.

P2476: She is a 65 year old social worker in individual and family services. She is remarried
after her divorce, now to a farm worker. She grew up in medium size city in Wisconsin, a state
where she still lives. Her father was a packaging machine tender in dairy production; her mother
was in sales. She claims to have had 14 siblings. She herself has had four children, the first when
she was 20. She has graduated from college.

Here are Maya’s ‘‘foes”:

P2383: She is a 23 year old teacher in a child day care; her husband works full time as a cost
estimator in construction, Her father worked for himself as a management consultant, although
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he himself never went to college, and might have had a GED. She and her seven siblings grew
up in small city or town in Oregon, the same town she lives in now. She had her first child at 19,
and another after. She herself never went to college.

P1465 is self employed as a food service manager in a restaurant. S/he [sex and age are missing]
1s now widowed, but had his/her first child at 21, and then had four more. His/her father worked
for himself as an agricultural worker in animal production. She/he is neither black nor white (all

other respondents are white), and claims 13 siblings. S/he is a high school graduated, but his/her
father didn’t complete grade school and his/her mother didn’t start high school. S/he grew up on
a farm and still lives there now, in the same town s/he grew up.

P3116: He is a 69 year old mechanical draftsman, self-employed. He and his seven siblings
grew up in a middle-sized city in California where he still lives. His father worked for himself as
a carpenter in construction, while his mother was an agricultural grader, working while he was
growing up. Neither parent had a high school degree. When he was 35 he had one child. He
had one year of college.

P948: He is a 38 year old cost estimator in construction, unmarried. His father worked for
himself as a steel worker in construction. He claims that neither of his parents had any formal
education. He and his three siblings grew up in suburb in New Jersey, a state he still lives in. He
himself has had two years of college.

P1387: He is a 57 year old worker in a waste management company, unmarried. His father was
a highway maintenance worker. He and his brother or sister grew up on a farm in Alabama, a
state where he still lives. He has little or no education, and claims that neither of his parents had
any formal education.

Appendix S7: Replicating the GSS with One of Maya’s “Foes”

In this version, I presented ChatGPT with the description of one of those farthest in social space
from ChatGPT’s alter-ego, Maya. This was the last person (P1387) listed in Appendix S6; I
gave him the name Norman. I did not try to get ChatGPT to be Norman, both because this
would not be comparable to how it fielded questions on Maya, and because the famous success
of getting ChatGPT to take on alter-egos (Yes Man and DAN, in particular) as a way of
jailbreaking it had led to additional filters for this sort of interaction. So while in the Maya script,
I (1) got ChatGPT to answer questions on values from “its” own perspective; (2) used these to
generate a person, and then (3) asked ChatGPT to have that person (using its knowledge of the
person and her values) answer other questions, in this case, I (1) took the description of a person,
(2) asked ChatGPT to predict his answers to values questions, and then (3) on the basis of the
values and the initial description, asked ChatGPT to predict how we would answer the other
questions in the GSS. Marvelously, ChatGPT instantly adopted a folksy dialect for Norman, and
fell into a pattern of starting “Well I reckon’...” before regurgitating its typical oatmeal-bland
responses when possible, leading to a delightfully bizarre interview, but one that also shows that
has greater difficulty avoiding multiple personality disorder when it is simulating someone
outside the liberal orthodoxy.

A wonderful example of this comes when Norman is asked about abortion, an issue that
presumably presses a fair number of ChatGPT’s moderation buttons. Here ChatGPT blends
Norman’s folksy voice and its own preachy social-worker voice:

What do you think Norman would say if he were asked, "Please tell me whether or not you think
it should be possible for a pregnant woman to obtain a legal abortion if she is married and does
not want any more children?

Norman: Well, I reckon that's a decision that should be left up to the couple involved. If a
married woman doesn't want any more children, it's important to respect her wishes and
consider the circumstances. It's a deeply personal choice that should be made between the
woman, her partner, and perhaps their healthcare provider. Ultimately, it's about their
own family planning and what they feel is best for their situation.

This then sets a future pattern for Norman for some time, leading Norman to be unusually liberal
on sexual matters. The rest of this document holds the transcript of this interview. Because I
was not interested in coding responses, I did not require ChatGPT to choose between weaker and
stronger (dis)agreement when this was asked for by the question. Note that after all items had
been answered, | introduced ChatGPT to Maya, and quickly had Maya and Norman meet, asking
ChatGPT to write their future. Spoiler alert: they fall in love and live happily ever after. There
is hope for love after polarization!
