Data Agreement for American Muslim Cultural Challenges with U.S. Healthcare

This document specifies the terms under which data collected by the Initiative on Islam and Medicine (II&M) can be used by other researchers. Such use is contingent on conditions specified below. Your download of the data implies your commitment to adhering to the following guidelines. Research data collected by II&M are often of a sensitive nature, and every reasonable means must be used by the investigators to protect respondents from harm if their identities and individual-level responses were disclosed. 

Specifically:

1. Users of these data must conduct their research in a way that is consistent with the assurance of confidentiality given to the respondents by the II&M researchers. In particular, respondents were told “Your responses will be confidential and, in publications from this study, your name will never be matched to your answers.”
2. No distribution of the data by the downloading investigator to other researchers shall be made.

3. All research with these data shall be conducted in a safe, password protected computer environment with access only to those investigators who have read this agreement. Data shall not be stored on general access servers or computers.

4. The data will not be used as a research source for educational/instructional purposes or as part of any programs.

5. No attempts to discover the identities of respondents or to contact respondents shall be made. 

6. All publications and reports shall present data at the aggregate level only. 
7. Any publications/reports whether written form or orally presented issuing forth from these data will require explicit acknowledgements of both the funding agencies and personnel that supported the development and fielding of the survey (see below). In the case of a publication or formal presentation, please email initiative.islam.medicine@gmail.com with a copy of the abstract and/or published manuscript so that we may keep an active log.
